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Religion – Voyages, Concordia Publishing House
With daily devotions and chapel on Wednesdays, students learn that Jesus loves them, that he died for them and their sins and now they can share the good news with others.  A Bible verse is assigned each week as memory work. 

Math – Houghton-Mifflin 2005

Students begin the year learning basic classification, positions and patterns.  Next, they begin working with numbers by comparing sets, graphing, representing and reading number 0 – 12.  They then begin to study geometry, fractions and probability, followed by time, money, measurement, weight and capacity.
Reading Readiness, Spelling & Language – MacMillan/McGraw-Hill Treasures

Our first step in word learning will be to recognize high frequency words which are words that appear often in everyday language.  Next, students focus on reading comprehension by using illustrations, recalling and retelling, characters, setting, fact vs. fantasy, etc.  Writing starts with pictures and letters, moving into writing words phonetically (writing them as they sound, not necessarily how they are actually spelled) and also learning when to use capital letters or lowercase letters.  Students practice communication by working in groups, reading poems and sharing stories with each other.
Social Studies – Scott Foreseman 2003

Students learn about themselves, their community and compare community workers.  Studying the earth helps children understand weather, seasons, maps and globes.  Lastly, the students study our country, the USA, and our families’ likenesses and differences – then and now.
Science – MacMillan/McGraw-Hill 2006

Students participate in various investigations and experiments that will help them to better understand ideas and concepts related to science, such as the nature of science and technology (knowing that everyone can do science), scientific thinking (using numbers and/or pictures to represent and describe things), the physical setting (why things move), the living environment (plants and animals), the mathematical world (comparing objects) and common themes (how things are similar and different).
Computers – Students gain awareness of various technology terms as they are used in class, learn the basics parts of the computer and how to use them (printer, keyboard, mouse, and monitor).  Students will demonstrate the ability to work independently and in a group by following instructions, whether verbal, written or on-screen.
Handwriting – Scott Foreseman-Addison Wesley 1993 – Students are introduced to the correct formation of letters and numbers using the D’Nealian method.  Spacing is also introduced.
Music – A variety of music is used in the classroom.  Students sing and use a variety of musical instruments to identify various sounds and tones.  Students also participate in the school choir.
Physical Education – Kindergarteners work mostly on large muscle movements and hand-eye coordination activities as they develop more body awareness skills.
Special Events & Field Trips – Some of our special activities include going to the Pumpkin Patch, McMillen Health Center, Safety Village, FFA Farm Day and the Maumee Valley Veterinary Clinic.
